BASA is a unique blend of over 80 public and private organizations working together for the good of older adults, families and caregivers in our region.  Our main initiatives include:
Senior Expo
Each May BASA gathers over 100 exhibitors for a one-day expo providing a comprehensive resource of solutions for the changes and challenges your family will experience as we deal with our aging nation.  In our 10th year, attendance is routinely over 1,000 guests who gather useful information and attend educational seminars on topics dealing with older adults.
Senior Support
In an effort to assist seniors who “fall through the cracks” in obtaining financial assistance for unmet needs, BASA formed the Senior Support Team.  With funds raised from the Senior Expo, BASA is able to provide up to $500 annually to individual seniors in need.
Camp 911
The purpose of Camp 911 is to help seniors understand what happens during emergencies and to be better prepared for them. The activities focus on both prevention and victim/witness assistance and are held every August at the Traverse City Senior Center.
Mini-Grants
Each year, BASA grants thousands of dollars to community-based projects that address the needs of area seniors.  Projects are selected on innovation and merit and how well the project aligns with BASA’s strategic direction.  Both for-profit and non-profit agencies may apply.
